
Gathering in God’s Name:  Creator God theme 
 
The “Gathering in God’s Name” section of APBA liturgies both eucharistic and non-
eucharistic often includes a Trinitarian invocation of God’s presence.  This is offered 
in two forms, one with an extended prayer for the leader with congregational 
response, the other offering more dialogue.  “Creator, Redeemer and Sanctifier” is not 
recommended as a Trinitarian naming of God, as Trinitarian orthodoxy affirms that 
creating, redeeming and sanctifying are the work of all three persons of the Trinity 
together.
